First, some history: The Smith Lever Act was passed July 1, 1914 by 
Congress, which provided states with federal funds for Land-Grant 
Colleges and Universities to use to establish the national Cooperative 
Extension System. The purpose of these Extensions is to educate and 
inform the public on an array of topics ranging from agriculture and 
economic development to community leadership and youth development.  
 
Today: There are 27 regional units located throughout Illinois where 
Extension staff operate, Milan being the location for the Rock Island 
County office, which is part of the unit that also serves Henry, Mercer, and 
Stark Counties. In total, the Extension serves more than 1.5 million people 
across the state each year, including nearly 200,000 who participate in 4-H 
youth programs. Their mission is to offer educational classes, programs, 
and resources that will help any individual, business, and community solve 
problems, develop skills, and build a better future. Whether your interest 
is in agriculture and natural resources, family and consumer sciences, 
youth programs, or community and economic development, the Extension 
has you covered.  

 
It takes a fantastic team of people to 
provide such comprehensive services to our community. One such person, 
Becky Buckrop, Program Coordinator for our area, loves what she does:
